An Invitation to Meet 
Valerie Plame Wilson and Ambassador Joseph Wilson


In July 6, 2003, Ambassador Joseph Wilson wrote an explosive Op Ed piece for The New York Times in which he directly refuted one of the Bush administration’s justifications for launching the war against Iraq four months earlier, namely, Bush’s statement in his State of the Union Address that “Saddam had sought significant quantities of uranium from Africa.” 

At that time, the war in Iraq and President Bush still enjoyed popular support.  Ambassador’s Wilson’s Op Ed piece was the first public and most serious criticism of the rationale for the war itself.  

Vice President Dick Cheney, his Chief of Staff Scooter Libby, Richard Armitage and Karl Rove became obsessed with discrediting Wilson, his statements, and his family.  In fact, Rove said that Wilson’s wife, CIA Officer Valerie Plame Wilson, was now “fair game.”  The White House instantly unleashed its retribution.   

Eight days after the Op Ed piece, conservative columnist Robert Novak went for the jugular.  In a Washington Post piece entitled “Mission to Niger,” Novak attacked Wilson’s credibility by asserting that he had been asked to investigate the claims on the suggestion of his wife – implying some sort of nepotism.  Novak discussed Plame by name and disclosed her status as a CIA "operative" who worked in a CIA division on the proliferation of weapons of mass destruction.   Plame’s cover, and her career, was blown.   

The betrayal of Plame Wilson’s identity was investigated as a crime and resulted in the conviction of Libby on four counts of perjury, lying, and obstruction of justice. 

Today, nearly four and one-half years later, the Wilsons are engaged in a civil lawsuit against Cheney, Libby, Rove and Armitage.  The suit is currently on appeal following dismissal on jurisdictional and procedural grounds, not on the merits of the case, by a Bush judicial appointee.  

The lawsuit is about standing up for the rule of law and holding the Vice President and other members of the administration accountable for misusing the full power of government to destroy political enemies, violating the Wilson’s civil rights, and revealing the identity of a covert CIA agent.   

Valerie and Joe need your support.  The lawsuit is not only the most genuine opportunity to ensure full disclosure of the administration’s treasons acts; it is also intended to prevent any future administrations from trampling on the law and the rights of its citizens.  

Plame Wilson's new book, Fair Game:  My Life as a Spy, My Betrayal by the White House will be released October 22, 2007.  Valerie has not given any media interviews nor spoken publicly about her ordeal other than a short statement at the press conference to announce this suit, and one Congressional hearing.
