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A RESOLUTION TO KEEP THE TAX OFF FOOD
WHEREAS, a food tax would burden the typical family of four $250 per year; and

WHEREAS, the food tax would be an extremely regressive tax because New Mexico households with an income between $10,000 and $15,000 spend on average 16.2 % of their income on groceries, while households with income greater than $75,000 spend on average 3.8% of their income on groceries; and
WHEREAS, the food tax would be an anti-family tax because the larger your family, the more groceries you buy and the more food tax you would pay; and
WHEREAS, census data demonstrate that on average Native American households are nearly 50% larger than Anglo households while Hispanic households are about 20% larger than Anglo households. Native American and Hispanic families, would therefore, be disproportionately harmed by the food tax; and
WHEREAS, the food tax would harm those living in hunger.  New Mexico consistently has one of the highest percentages of households living in hunger, according to the U.S. Department of Agriculture; and
WHEREAS, only two states still fully tax the sale of food: Alabama and Mississippi; 
NOW THEREFORE, the Democratic Party of Santa Fe County supports the efforts of Think New Mexico and other organizations to keep the tax off food. 
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
